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Effect of social power on self-deception, impression management and causal attribution
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Abstract : In this study, We investigated that effect of perceived social power on self-deception,

impression management, and causal attribution. Participants were university students and they

answered three questionnaires on their university class. As a result, perceived social power was

positively correlate to self-deception (=47, p<.001) but impression management was not correlate

social power and self-deception. High power participants was more attributed to their ability, but no

such effect was detected in low power participants.
